 “We are really excited to partner with this local grassroots charity,” stated Stacey Dranikoski, 
Industrial Outreach Manager at SMC Business Councils/BuyPittsburghFirst. “A birthday party, a 
simple childhood tradition many may take for granted, can make a homeless child feel so special, and 
more importantly, like a ‘regular kid.’ It gives them an opportunity to forget about how unsettling their 
lives are at the moment. That’s the most gratifying part.”  

“Being in a position to celebrate with the kids and their families on their birthdays is incredibly special 
and humbling,” says Josh Whiteside, founding member and Development Director of Beverly’s 
Birthdays.  “Homelessness is a temporary setback.  We make sure that when the family gets back on its 
feet the children will look back and have positive memories about this time in their lives.”
